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During 2013, the Texas Legislature passed four key bills directly related to the education of
foster students. The beginning of the new academic year gives us the opportunity to look at our
own courtroom practices and assess whether we’re asking the right questions and getting the
information we need about children and youth’s schooling and what we can do to make the
most of the new legislation.

Q: What bills related to foster care and education passed during 2013?

A: Four bills passed that merit attention: 1) House Bill 2619 and 2) Senate Bills 832, 833, and
1404.

Q: What do courts need to know about the new legislation?
Although the bills do a number of things, the highlights that courts need to know are:

e Attorneys and guardians ad litem must determine whether their clients’ educational
needs are being identified and addressed.

e Unless the court has limited DFPS’s authority to make education decisions, DFPS must
file with the court and send to the school and each person entitled to notice of Chapter
263 hearings the identity of and contact information for each person DFPS has
delegated education decision-making duties. DFPS is currently working on a form to
accomplish this that should be rolled out in September.

e At permanency and placement review hearings, the court must:
o ldentify an education decision-maker, if one has not already been identified

o Determine whether the child’s educational needs and goals have been identified
and addressed
